
 

QUINTANA DUNE RESTORATION PROJECT 
Client: Town of Quintana, TX 

 
Planning and CIAP Funding 
Application: Coastal Tech assessed 
beach and shoreline management needs 
within the Town of Quintana. Coastal 
Tech identified potential projects to 
address those shoreline needs, and sought 
state funding for the projects under the 
Coastal Impact Assistance Program 
(CIAP) administered by the Texas 
General Land Office.  Coastal Tech: 
·  Refined the City’s goals and objectives 

with respect to potential beach and 
shoreline management needs or 
projects; 

·  Identified, in conceptual terms, 
alternative responses to the problems 
identified during Site Visits;   

·  Prioritized potential project areas and solutions,  
·  Identified the specific project or projects for which CIAP funds would be 

sought, and 
·  Prepared and submitted a complete preliminary CIAP application for the 

project as identified through the City Council Work Session. 
 
Design & Construction: Coastal Tech provided the final design, plans and 
specifications for construction and installation of over 1,500 feet of dunes in 
two locations, and dune vegetation in the Town of Quintana. Specifically, 
the services included: acquiring, placing and grading of approximately 5,777 
cubic yards of beach quality sand, sand quality testing, delivery and 
installation of the native dune plants and project review and acceptance.  
The project has proven to be a great success for the Town and the Town and 
residents are continuing the dune nursery for future projects. 
 

Dune Nursery: Coastal Tech, in 
coordination with the Town of Quintana 
and the Texas General Land Office, 
established a local dune plant nursery and 
trained and supervised local Town nursery 
volunteers for the Quintana Dune 
Restoration Project. Coastal Tech, 
supervised the collection, preparation, and 
potting of 12,000 dune vegetation plants 
and 5,000 native Sea Oat plant seeds by 

local volunteers. The nursery was established on private property within the 
Town of Quintana Beach.  Prior to planting, the nursery plants survived 
inundation by salt water from Hurricane Claudette in July 2003. After grow 
out, the healthy plants were transplanted by volunteers to two dune 
restoration sites in Quintana.
